The Mitchells emigrated from Tennessee and the Whitlocks from Kentucky to the same part of Illinois early in the 19th Century.  They settled, and lived, around Apple Creek near Athensville and Scottsville in Greene County.  The Mitchell name is Scottish.

Thomas W. Mitchell, born Aug. 24, 1839 in Greene County, IL died Dec. 15, 1934 in Alton, IL  at age 95.  Buried in Richwoods-North Felter Cemetery near Athensville, IL.

Mary Ann Hubbell, born 1837 in IN died 1900 at age 63.  Buried in Richwoods-North Felter Cemetery near Athensville, IL  Married Mar. 21, 1861 in Greene County.  My great grandparents.  She was the daughter of Justus and Nancy Hubbell.  See Hubbell Family Tree For Continuation.

Amy Elizabeth, born Feb. 8, 1878  in Roodhouse, IL  married Buel Stone Feb. 13, 1895 in Greene County, IL my grandparents  See Stone Family Tree for continuation.  

The Mitchells came to Greene County, Illinois, from Kentucky around the first part of the 19th Century settling around the small farming communities of Athensville and Scottsville where I believe they homesteaded their farms.  Two other families are prominent here, the Whitlocks coming from Kentucky and the Hubbells from Virginia.  Some of the first generation Mitchell and Whitlock offspring married each other and later the next generation Mitchell and Hubbell offspring married

each other.  Living in small, rural, farming communities this was not unusual and often first cousins married.  Later yet, two Mitchell children married two Stone children.    

The Mitchells lived, farmed, married, raised children and died in and around Athensville,  Scotsville, and Roodhouse, Greene County, for four generations, over 100 years.  Thomas W. Mitchell, my great grandfather, quit farming in October 1920 after 50 years of farming.  This is according to his death certificate.  He stayed in the area after his wife, Mary Ann, died in 1901 at age 63.  He died in Alton at age 95, in 1934, after living with his daughter, my grandmother Amy Stone, for a few months.  I remember him just slightly as an old man with a cane and a long white beard who visited us once or twice just before he died when I was five years old.

The marriage certificate of my grandparents states that Buel Stone and Amy Elizabeth Mitchell  were married by a justice of the peace Feb. 13, 1895.  His home is stated as Ceres, and her’s as Felter, both small communities in the north eastern part of Greene County.  Buel’s occupation is listed as a farmer.  Amy’s older brothers, Nelson and Elijah Mitchell signed as witnesses.  A consent document, signed by her father, Thomas Mitchell, grants his permission for her to wed as she was only 17.  They were married in Felter, probably in her parents home.

I also have copies of the marriage certificates of Thomas Mitchell and Mary Ann Hubbell, Amy’s parents, James H. Stone and Sarah Ann Breeding, Buel’s parents, Jefferson Mitchell and Sarah Ann Mitchell, Thomas’ parents and Jefferson Mitchell and Mary Fanning, his second wife.  His first wife, Sarah, also his cousin, died at age 40.

There were a lot of Mitchell children in all generations so there are a lot of Mitchell lines to follow in Greene County, and other counties in Central Illinois, other than the above.  I have concentrated on my direct line.
