Micajah Stone, born ca. Sept. 15, 1793 Bedford County, VA died ca. 1840 at approximately age 47 in  Greene County, IL.
Matilda Weaver, born 1804 Rutherford County, TN died Feb. 15, 1893 at age 89 in Sarcoxie, MO.  Married  ca. 1824 in Lincoln County, TN date estimated based on the birth of their first child in 1825.  My great-great grandparents.  (See Matilda Stone’s obituary and Weaver Family Tree). 

Their Children:

William, born Jan. 10, 1825 Lincoln County, TN died Dec. 10, 1843 at age 16 yrs and 11 months in Greene County, IL buried in Wilmington Cemetery.  (Now Patterson Cemetery)

Craven W., born May 14, 1827 in Lincoln County, TN died Dec. 26, 1877 at age 50 in East Lynn, MO.  Married Sabrina Williams April 25, 1850 in Scott County, IL.  She was born Feb.20, 1832 in IL died Feb. 24, 1897 at age 65 in East Lynn, MO.  They are both buried in Clearfork Cemetery, Cass County, MO.

Martha A., born January 1828 in Lincoln County, TN died Jan. 31, 1847 at age 19 in Greene County.  Buried in Wilmington Cemetery.  

Noah M., born May 30, 1829 in Lincoln County, TN died Feb. 13, 1904 at age 75 in Greene  County, IL buried in Jones Cemetery, White Hall Township.  

Eliza J. Hicks born Jan. 26, 1828 in White Hall, Greene County, IL died Feb. 22, 1898 at age 70 in Greene County, buried in Hicks Cemetery, White Hall Township.

They were married Dec. 16, 1847 in Greene County .   

Re-married Eliza Stone (same person as above) May 23, 1895 in Greene County, IL.

(See Noah Stone’s Biography 1879).

Elizabeth, born Oct. 24, 1830 in Lincoln County, TN  died Feb. 18, 1888 at age 57 in Greene County, IL buried in Edwards Cemetery.  Married Abraham Ryley Field Feb. 28, 1847 in Greene County.

James Higden, born 1833 in Lincoln County, TN married Sarah Ann Breeding Nov. 29, 1855 in Greene County.  My great grandparents (see below).

Josiah A., born June 6, 1836 in Lincoln County, TN died (unknown) possibly in Sarcoxie, MO.  Married Elizabeth E. Malone May 23, 1866 in Greene County, IL.
Elizabeth born Jan.1838 in TN.  They were living in Sarcoxie, Jasper County, MO in the 1900 census.
James Higden, born 1833 in Lincoln County, TN.  Died Feb. 20, 1886 at age 53 in Lincoln, Nebraska.  Possibly buried in Wilmington Cemetery, Patterson, Greene County, IL.
Sarah Ann Breeding,  born April 1837 in Greene County, IL.  Died May 22, 1909 at age 72 in Greene County, IL.  Believed to be buried in Fernwood Cemetery in Roodhouse, Greene County, IL.  Married Nov. 29, 1855 in Greene County.  My great grandparents.   
Their Children:

George Washington, born 1857 in IL married Mary Ellen “Molly” Alred Dec. 24, 1880 in Morgan County, IL.
Emma J., born 1860 in Greene County, IL married James I. Moore May 25, 1882 in Greene County, IL.  Later married William Walker.

Josiah A. Manoah, born ca. 1862 in Greene County, IL married Minerva Ann Alred Aug. 10, 1887 in Greene County, IL.    

Belle, born 1864 in Wilmington, Greene County, IL married Elijah A. Mitchell 
Aug. 29, 1892 in Morgan County, IL. 

Buel Webster, born Sept. 22, 1869 in Greene County, IL married Amy Elizabeth Mitchell Feb. 13, 1895 in Greene County.  (See below)

Lora, born Dec. 23, 1874 in Greene County, IL died June 20, 1928 at age 54 married Joseph Alred April 18, 1893 in Greene County, IL.  Believed to be buried in Fernwood Cemetery in Roodhouse, IL. 

Buel Webster Stone, born Sep. 22, 1869 in Greene County, IL died Oct. 22, 1929  Alton, IL at age 60.  Occupation, Farmer in Greene County.  Buried in Oakwood Cemetery, Alton, IL.

Amy Elizabeth Mitchell, born Feb. 8, 1878 in Greene County, IL died Mar. 19, 1962 in Gillespie, IL at age 84.  Buried in Gillespie City Cemetery in an unmarked grave. (location unknown)  Married Feb. 13, 1895 in Greene County, IL.  My grandparents.  She was the daughter of Thomas W. Mitchell and Mary Ann Hubbell.  (See Mitchell and Hubbell Family Trees)             

Their Children:  All born in Greene County, IL.

Althea Mable, born Feb. 20, 1897 died June, 1989 in Macoupin County, IL.  Married Harvey Ford — Two sons, Warren and Ferris.  Later married Jack Tatman — no children.  Buried in City Cemetery, Gillespie, IL.
Alice Estella, born July 20, 1899 died Feb, 1972 in San Diego, CA.  Married Elmer Stinnett — Four sons Francis, Orville  (died at age 3) Gene and Robert.  Buried in San Diego, CA.
Mayme Helen, born June 2, 1905 died Feb. 4, 1983 in Bremerton, WA.  Married Harold (Bull) Glynn — One daughter Helen Lois.  Later married John L. (Bum) Cook — One son Joe Michael.     

Truman Mitchell (Stoney), born Feb. 17, 1907 died March 1981 in Alton, IL.  Married Della (?) in Missouri — no children. Later married Fay Frazier — no children.  Two step-daughters Geraldine and Della Frazier.  Buried in Chestefield, IL.    

Mary Ellen, born June 30, 1910 died Aug., 5, 1984 in Alton, IL.  Married George Goodwin — Aug. 18, 1928 in Alton, IL.  One step-daughter, Viola Louise, Two daughters, Mary Lois (died at 7 months) Jo Ann.  Four sons, George Raymond, James Eldon (died at 15 months) Ronald Franklin and Richard Alan (Dick).  Buried in Oakwood Cemetery, Alton, IL.  See Goodwin-Stone Ancestry for additional information. 
Lloyd Webster, born Aug.5, 1913 died May, 1974 in Godfrey, IL.  Married Velma Hurley — one daughter Jean.  Later married Ammie Jones — no children.  B ried in Valhalla Cemetery, Alton, IL.
Raymond Willard, born 1924 in Greene County, IL died at June 17, 1927 at age 3.
Buried in Hickory Grove Cemetery, Wrights, Greene County, IL.

STONE FAMILY HISTORY - MICAJAH AND MATILDA

Micajah and Matilda Stone are the first Stones of record that we are descended from.  She was the daughter of Craven and Elizabeth Winneford (maiden name unknown) Weaver.  Parents of Micajah are unknown.  There is some speculation that Micajah was the son of another Micajah Stone, born in 1775, from Lincoln County, Tennessee and the grandson of William Stone in Greenville District, North Carolina.  They may be related but they are NOT his father and grandfather.  This has been proved.

The Weavers  were both born in North Carolina and at some point emigrated to Tennessee.  They had several children who came to Greene County with them. They both died in Greene County and are buried in the High Street Cemetery near White Hall.  Matilda was their third child born in 1804.

The Stone branch we are descended from emigrated to Greene County, Illinois in 1836 according to the biography of their son, Noah M. Stone, written in 1879, in the Greene County History.  Micajah and Matilda Stone came, with their seven children, from Tennessee.  Matilda’s obituary says that she walked from Tennessee to Greene County with her seven children where they settled in the small community of  Wilmington east of  Roodhouse.  It wasn’t uncommon to walk those distances as it was usually easier than riding in the wagon which carried the family possessions and the smaller children.  She didn’t mention Micajah but he must have been with them.  There are many Stone branches from this marriage and there are also other Stones in Greene and surrounding counties to whom we are not necessarily related.  

According to Noah Stone’s biography the family emigrated to Greene County, in 1836, where land was settled on.  Micajah died sometime between 1836 and 1840.  They were farmers living primarily around the small community of Wilmington (Now Patterson) east of Roodhouse in Greene County.

Both Micajah and Matilda are found in the 1830 census in Lincoln County, TN with three sons and one daughter.  Matilda  is found next in the 1840 census in Greene County, IL as head of household with seven children.  Micajah is not listed so I assume he has died by 1840.  I also assume that Micajah is buried in Wilmington Cemetery as other members of the Stone and Weaver families are buried there.  No record exists of his death and burial.  While living there two of their children, William, age 16, and Martha, age 22, died and are buried in the Wilmington cemetery.  Martha died in 1857 so they were still living in the Wilmington area at that time.

In the 1860 Greene County census Matilda, 56, is living with her third son, Noah, who is 31.  Matilda’s mother, Winna (Winneford) E. Weaver, who is 85, also lives with them.  Living next door is James Weaver, 25, and his wife, Sciota.  James is Noah’s cousin.  Matilda’s first son, Craven, is also in the 1860 census with his wife, Sabrina, and their three children.  They are all listed as farmers.   

Matilda, at age 76, is found next in the 1880 Greene County census in White Hall township, living with her son, Noah M. Stone 51, his wife, Eliza J. 52, and their three children.  Matilda is listed as retired.   

At some point some of the Stone families left Greene County and moved to Missouri.  Josiah A. and his wife, Elizabeth A. (Malone) Stone moved to Sarcoxie, Missouri in  Jasper County.  It is unknown when they went there, how many children they had, or if they ever returned to Illinois.  In 1891, two years before she died, Matilda Stone moved there to live with her son, Josiah, and his family.  She died Feb. 15, 1893 at age 89.  As far as I know she is buried there.   I do not know if there are Stone descendants there but I would guess there are.   

The oldest son, Craven and his wife Sabrina (Williams) Stone, moved to East Lynn, Missouri in Cass County sometime in that same era.  They had at least one son of record, McCager Stone.  He had a son  named Arwood who had a son Bill.  Bill Stone’s daughter, Sue B. Eyerly, appears in other Stone documents.  Arwood and McCager both are listed as buried in Cass County Missouri. McCager in Clearfork Cemetery and Arwood in Orient Cemetery.  There are undoubtably other Stones descendants there.

During the mid 1950's Lloyd and Ammie Stone moved to a farm somewhere in Missouri for a few years.  They found a lot of Stones living there that looked a lot like some of his family members but they could not make a family connetion..     

My mother, Mary Ellen (Stone) Goodwin, told me that her grandfather,  James Higden Stone, came from Missouri. The records show that he was born in Tennessee and came to Illinois from there but he may have spent some time in Missouri as two of his brothers, Craven and Josiah, did move there.  He was dead by the time she was born, in 1910, so I assume this is what she heard from her parents.  She also said that he bought some land in Lincoln, Nebraska and he did move there with his family.

STONE FAMILY HISTORY - JAMES HIGDEN AND SARAH ANN

The Stone children ranged in age from ten to two when they arrived in Illinois.  James Higden, my great grandfather, was three.  Their father, Micajah, died soon after arriving in Illinois but they somehow managed to get by living in the small farming community of Wilmington, east of Roodhouse.  In 1855, when James was 22, he married Sarah Ann Breeding, who was 18. 

James died Feb.20, 1886 in Lincoln, Nebraska.  Sarah died May 22, 1909 at the home of her daughter, Lora Alred.  She was living at Pleasant Point, near Greenfield, IL.  She is believed to be buried in Fernwood Cemetery in Roodhouse, IL.  I assume James is also buried there or possibly Wilmington Cemetery in Patterson, Greene County.  

Two of their children, Buel and Belle, married brother and sister, Elijah and Amy Mitchell (see Mitchell Family Tree).  Three of their children George, Josiah and Lora married Mary Ellen, Minerva Ann and Joseph Alred. They were the children of Francis Marion and Nancy J. (Buchanen) Alred.   Francis was known locally, in Greene County, as “Cot” or “Cotton Eye Joe” Alred.
